Upper level ridge on Wed warms temps to near norms coastal, 5-10 degrees above norms inland then cooling sets in Thu with highs falling 2-3 degrees coastal 5-7 inland. Marine layer depth of up to 2000’ Thu and 4000’ Fri.  Next upper level ridge moves in Fri thru the weekend with warmer highs each day topping out Sun when inland highs will be in the 80s, low-mid 70s coastal.  Winds will be a factor each afternoon again with gusts up to 25 mph Wed increasing Thu thru Fri up to 30 mph, strongest Salinas Valley and Santa Barbara County. Coldest lows low to upper 30s Fri-Sat inland small valleys North of the Cuesta Grade.  

MAX TEMPS:  Coast:  Upper 60s to low 70s Wed, cooling to mid-upper 60s Thu and Fri, warming to upper 60s to 70 again by Sun.  King City-Paso Robles:  Mid 80s to mid-90s Wed, cooling to mid to upper 70s by Fri, warming to mid-upper 80s by Sun.  Inland small valleys North of Cuesta Grade:  Mid 90s Wed, cooling to upper 70s by Fri, warming up  again to upper 80s by Sun.  Inland small valleys South of Cuesta Grade:  Upper 80s Wed, cooling to low-mid 70s Fri and Sat, warming to low 80s Sun.

OUTLOOK:  Warming continues from the weekend thru Mon May 21 with upper 80s to mid-90s inland, lows from the 50s coast to 40s inland.  Cooling trend Tue May 22 as the next trof moves thru.  Inland highs should be mild, in the upper 70s to mid-80s into the following weekend.  Strongest ridge with warmest temps of the forecast looks to set up Mon and Tue May 28-29 with inland highs in the low-upper 90s, mid to upper 70s coastal. 
SUPPLY/DEMAND

Industry supplies of Iceberg are normal for this time of year, market is slightly higher.  Broccoli supplies are extremely tight this week and quality is good. Anticipate very light supplies for the next two weeks.  Cauliflower supplies are steady this week. All Leaf products, Spring Mix, and Wild Arugula are in normal supply. Regular Arugula and Spinach supplies are adequate. Expect some yellowing on Arugula’s due to warm and wet weather.
ICEBERG LETTUCE       
Iceberg lettuce supplies are normal for this time of year. Market is steady to slightly higher at $11.10 on liner and $12.10 on wrap. We are seeing steady supplies in the industry. Overall quality is fair to good; please note quite often the shelf life of early spring lettuce is less than normal in comparison to other times of the year. 
ROMAINE LETTUCE


Romaine supplies are good, and all harvest is in Salinas. Market prices are lower at $7.50-$8.00
and hearts $9.60-$11.60. Overall quality is good.  
GREEN LEAF, RED LEAF AND BUTTER


Green leaf supplies are good and quality is good. Market pricing is $9.50-$10.50 range. Red Leaf 
supplies are good and quality good, pricing $9.50-$10.50 range. Butter supplies are good and quality 
is good. Market $9.50-$10.50.
BROCCOLI

Broccoli supplies are extremely light and are projected to be light the next two weeks. No quality issues, product looks ok except for a occasional branchiness, knuckling, hollow stem and some purpling. Market prices today are $8.00-$9.00 on bunch and $9.00-$10.00 on crowns. 
CAULIFLOWER 
Cauliflower supplies are steady this week and demand is strong. Expect lighter supplies next week throughout the industry. Market is slightly higher in the $10.00-$11.00 range on 12’s, $8.00-$10.00 range on 9’s & 16’s. Quality is fair to good. 

CELERY


Celery supplies are steady to slightly higher, demand is steady, but pricing has flattened out to slightly

lower. Seeder problems remain an issue in the industry supply. In Salinas, market prices are $12.10-
on 24’s and $12.10 on 30’s and $13.60 on 36’s. Most shippers are reporting seeders.
SPRING MIX


Spring Mix supplies are in ample and quality is good. 
SPINACH/ARUGULA    

Baby Spinach supplies are adequate and quality is ok. Clipped Spinach supplies are adequate today. Supplies of regular Arugula supplies are adequate, and quality is marginal due to wet weather conditions. Supplies of wild arugula are ok today. The qualities of both Arugulas are showing some yellowing in leaves due to the warm and wet weather we have been experiencing.
WHOLE LEAVES

Supply of Romaine is good and quality is good.  Green Leaf supplies are good and quality is good.
